
PNG Environmental Impact
Assessment

Esso Highlands Limited (Esso) proposes to develop the Papua New Guinea
Liquefied Natural Gas Project (the PNG LNG Project), which will produce 
and condition gas from new and existing petroleum fields in the Southern 
Highlands and Western provinces of Papua New Guinea, send the 
conditioned gas by pipeline across the Gulf Province and the Gulf of 
Papua to a 6.3-million-tonne-per-annum LNG Plant in the Central Province, 
and load the LNG onto purpose-built carriers for export.

An  Environmental Impact Statement for the Project has been completed 
and accepted by the Department of Environment and Conservation. As per 
Section 55 of the Environment Act 2000, the Director shall make ‘available 
for public review and shall determine the period within which, the extent to 
which and manner in which governmental authorities or persons may make 
submissions to the director or the Council in respect of that information or 
report’. For the PNG LNG Project, the Director has made provision for a 
public review period effective 1 April 2009 to 15 May 2009.
